Jiro :  Mr. Mori, do you have any other examples of nudges? I want to know more
about them.
Mr. Mori : That’s great, Jiro! Actually, there are a lot of examples of nudges in our daily
life. They are used not only to keep good health but also to make *society more
*sustainable. Let’s think about how we can solve *social problems by using
nudges and make a presentation about it at the end of this *unit.
Jiro : That sounds very interesting!

Please look at this picture. This is a *collection box for plastic bottle *caps.

On the *top of the box, you’ll see the question: “Which do you like better, summer or
winter?” If you like summer better, you put a plastic bottle cap in the ‘summer’ box. If you like
winter better, you put it in the ‘winter’ one. The boxes are *see-through, so people can see the
results of the question by the amount of caps in each box.

Our town asks people to take off the caps from plastic bottles, but
sometimes we see plastic bottles put in a recycling box taking
off the caps. We think these boxes will *encourage more people to take
off the caps when they *throw away plastic bottles. This is our nudge and |summer| winter
we hope that people will be more interested in recycling by using it.
